Dear Captains & Landlords,

As the new season is upon us, I would just like to take this opportunity to clarify the situation regarding cancelled or postponed matches.

The Committee has had a recent discussion about this topic and we felt that some of the ruling either wasn’t clear enough or now irrelevant due to changes in the league structure. So we have made some changes to the rule so as everyone is clear on what is required when cancelling or postponing a match.

The procedure has been rewritten in simple bullet points and is as follows - 
· A match can be postponed providing both teams agree and at least 24 hours notice is given
· Failure to comply with this point will result in a penalty point for the team that cancelled fixture and an 8-0 win awarded to the opposing team.
· If more than 24 hours notice is given, then a match can be postponed and rearranged to be played within 2 weeks of original fixture. Both teams must agree on the rearranged date. If a date cannot be agreed, then the team captains must inform their divisional secretary, and the matter will be resolved through the committee.
· You must inform your divisional secretary of the postponement and the rearranged date

· No individual player wins are awarded for a cancelled match

· All matches must be played before the last league match of the Season

· If you believe your reason for postponing a match is an exception circumstance you must discuss this with a member of the committee. 

Exceptions to these rules are if the committee postpones games due to be played on a specific date due to circumstances beyond our control or the venue where the match is due to be played is unavailable.

Individual players will no longer receive wins in the player averages as now the wins are calculated on a percentage basis, not playing a match won’t have a detrimental effect on an individual players standings. 
Please note that with the new league format, it is still possible to win a match with just 3 players, so if you have 3 players available you must either attend the fixture or receive the penalty point. Cancelling a match due to not being able to have enough players is not a valid reason for cancelling.
