League Rules   Season 2011 / 2012
Fixtures

a) The league fixtures shall be arranged by the League Secretary to be on a Monday of each week, with exception of Bank Holidays. 

b) The date of each match is determined and shall be strictly adhered to, except in very exceptional cases, e.g. unavailability of playing area. Permission to re-arrange a match must be obtained from the relevant division Results Secretary.

Match Procedure
a) All matches shall start at 8PM. 
b) Please contact your opponents if you are running late. If you arrive late and you haven’t contacted your opponents to inform them, committee discretion can be used to deducted frame scores. 
c) Players positions in the draw are to be manually decided by each captain in 2 sets of 6 frames. Each captain is to write his first 6 players down on his card prior to match starting and decide the 2nd 6 after the first set have been played. Players can play up to a maximum of 3 frames per evening. No player can play more than twice in each set of 6 frames and cannot play 2 consecutive frames. In a cup game if a 13th frame is required each captain can choose who will play the decider for their team at that time.

d) Twelve single frames shall be played, by a minimum of four players. If you are unable to field 4 players, then you must still attend your match, otherwise a penalty point would be awarded for not fulfilling the fixture. 
e) Each player is able to be a referee. The home team shall provide the referee for each game whilst the away side will provide a timekeeper if required. In the case of a referee from the home team not being available then a player from the away team can referee. The referee is responsible that the match is played in accordance with all the other rules of the game
Should a dispute arise the referee's decision is final. If a player refuses to accept a decision, then the referee or team captain should contact a member of the committee for guidance before continuing with the frame.
When players, who are not experienced at refereeing, are asked to referee a game, an experience player must be standing nearby overseeing, or at least the opposing captain must be informed of the player's inexperience.

f) After each match the Captain / Vice on each team to sign both cards approving result and players involved. The cards must be completed in BLOCK CAPITALS using the player’s forename and surname. Only result cards sent to secretary with first name AND surname of participating players will be acceptable for the individual wins statistics. No nicknames will be accepted.
g) Any player that is taken before the committee and found guilty for bad behaviour will automatically be  banned for the rest of the current season. 
h) Any team playing an ineligible player shall lose points, one for the offence, and any points won in the match by the ineligible player. The opposing team and player will be awarded the frame.

i) The result of each match must be phoned or text  to relevant Divisional Result Secretary (or Competition Secretary if Team KO match) by both teams.
 Each match card must be forwarded to the relevant Divisional Result Secretary (or Competition Secretary if Team KO match) by BOTH teams not later than 5 days after the scheduled match. 
At the discretion of the committee 1 point will be deducted from the team responsible for not sending in their card. In order to avoid being penalized, please indicate on the card, whether the HOME or AWAY team has sent it in.
j) Teams shall be awarded 3 points for the match win and 1 point for each match drawn.

k) The position in the league table will be decided by the number of points won, in the case of a tie, the position will be decided by the number of matches won, then the number of frames for.

l) If a team withdraws from the League without fulfilling all its fixtures, the record of its games shall be deleted from the league table.

m;) Individual league statistics are to be decided by percentage. To be eligible a player must have played at least the same number of matches team played plus 50 %. So if team played 18 matches + 50% =  player must have played at least 27 games.

Game cancellations
A match can be postponed providing both teams agree and at least 24 hours notice is given.  Failure to give 24 hours notice to the opposing side resulting in the match not taking place will result in a penalty point for the team that cancelled the fixture.

 Any postponed match needs to be played within 2 weeks of original fixture date and both teams need to agree on the rearranged date and both teams to inform their divisional secretary of the new date.

No individual player wins will be awarded for a cancelled match.
All matches must be played before the last league match of the Season
If one team does not agree with arrangement then the match has to take place on the arranged date. 

 Exceptions to this rule are if the committee postpones games due to be played on a specific date due to circumstances beyond our control or the venue where the match is due to be played is unavailable.

If a team does not turn up at the appointed time to play a match without prior approval from the executive committee then a 8-0 win will automatically be awarded to the opposing team.

a)If either team object to the postponement the matter is to be brought to the attention of the Divisional Results Secretary within 7 days, and rule C) below will be enforced.
b) All arrangements must be made between the team's captains, and the relevant Divisional Results Secretary AND League Secretary to be informed of the new date.

c) If a match is not completed, a full explanation from both captains should be submitted to the relevant Results Secretary. Who shall, if he/she deems it necessary, submit it to the Executive Committee who shall have the power to take any action that they consider advisable in the interest of all players. 
Competitions
No player can change venue and no player can be added to any Knockout Cup once the draw has been made.
Should a team knockout match end in a 6–6 draw a 13th frame will be played to decide the result, Each captain can choose who will play the decider for their team at that time.
All competition entries will be via official entry form only, including Team KO cup and Captain’s Cup.

Age Limit
Due to pub licensing laws any team fielding players under the age of 18 MUST contact the Landlord / Landlady of the team to be played before the start of the game, not on arrival.
It will be dependant on what time the law applies at the venue in question as to if the under age player will be able to participate. The Landlord / Landlady decision is final in the matter regarding if the player(s) are legally allowed to play.
It is at the discretion of the captains to arrange the draw as such to give any under age play the chance to complete their matches before the law comes into effect.
Gamesmanship

A player taking apart his cue while his opponent is in control of the table will have breeched the “Spirit of the Game” to the extent that the frame will be awarded to his opponent.
