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The League

The League shall be called the Liphook & District Pool League.
The object of the league shall be to conduct an annual competition between affiliated teams, to arrange and conduct an annual individual championships and to promote and encourage the game of Pool in Liphook and its' District.

Administration

For the general administration of the business of the League and for the government of the League in the intervals of the Annual General Meetings there shall be an executive committee, consisting of a, Chairman, League Secretary, Divisional Result Secretary(s), Competition Secretary and a Treasurer. These officers are elected at the AGM.

The Executive Committee shall meet regularly and shall administer the affairs of the League and shall govern the League subject to the annual or any special general meeting. 

It shall have the power to exert disciplinary action on any team or individual found guilty of breaking the rules of the League and it shall decide all appeals made by teams or individuals arising out of and in connection with, the League and championship competitions. It shall have the power to decide anything on which these rules are silent. 

Every decision and order of the Executive Committee shall be binding on teams and registered players, The League Secretary is to be notified immediately of any complaint by telephone and then in writing otherwise no action will be taken.
The committee is empowered by the league to change the rules the teams abide by at any time without the need to hold an EGM. Anyone can contact the committee at any time to ask them to consider a change. All sitting committee members must agree with the change before being brought into effect.

Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting shall be the supreme governing body of the League. 

Each team shall be entitled to send TWO voting delegates per affiliated team. In addition, each committee member shall be entitled to ONE vote. At least fourteen days notice of such a meeting shall be given to all affiliated teams. 

A special general meeting may be governed by the executive committee, should they consider it necessary, or if the same is desired by ONE THIRD of the affiliated teams, in which case those teams must be represented at the Special Meeting. 
 Every decision of every Annual or Special Meeting shall be accepted by the affiliated teams as the Voice of the League.

Finance

an audited statement of accounts, shall be published annually at the AGM.

The League's fund shall be deposited in the name of the League in a deposit or current account in a bank or building society account. The Chairman, League Secretary and Treasurer shall be empowered to sign cheques. The signatures of any TWO of these officials shall be necessary for the withdrawal of the League funds.

Subscriptions

The subscriptions shall be agreed at each AGM. 

Subscriptions shall be paid by the first match of the league season, and no refund shall be made to teams subsequently withdrawing

League Challenge Trophies

a) Any League challenge trophy maybe held by the rightful team or individual authorised by the Executive Committee for the period between any two annual championship finals.

b) Holders of the League's challenge trophies are forbidden to take the trophies outside the radius of twenty miles of Liphook.

c) Holders of league challenge trophies must surrender them to the Treasurer for engraving at least twenty-eight days before the date of the League Finals Night.

d) In the event of a trophy becoming redundant, due to lack of a particular competition for which it was presented, it shall be handed to the Treasurer and stored with League's Bankers.

e) Team captains or individuals holding trophies shall be responsible for loss or damage to the trophies their possession.

Registration

The Team

All teams shall register with League at the AGM, or at the discretion of the Executive Committee. Any teams changing venue will keep their League status as long as 60% of the team move with them.
The Players

a) are a registered player with a team, when their name & signature is received by the Results Secretary(s) on a result card.

b) the Landlord/lady can play for any team that       plays under the name of their venue.

c) new players shall be allowed to register with the league throughout the season. 

d) registered players who wish to transfer to another team shall apply in writing to the League Secretary. Their application does not need to include their present team captain's signature of approval.

E;) A player can move teams between the         Autumn and Spring seasons without informing the committee but can only play for one team in each season. Any transfer within a season has to be approved beforehand by the committee.

The League Secretary will ensure that at least two members of the executive committee is informed of the transfer application. In the case of a dispute the Executive Committee have the power to determine the outcome of the case. Approval will be by the Chairman/Vice Chairman and League Secretary. 

Until this notification has been given the player will be treated as an illegal player and the necessary player and team action will be taken.

Once a player has registered to play for a team he is then deemed to be cup tied for the remainder of that season and will be unable to play for any new team in the Team KO / Plate competitions once the 1st round has taken place
Any team found to have played an ineligible player shall lose points, one for the offence, and any points won in the match by the ineligible player. The opposing team and player will be awarded the frame.

Pool Table

The pool table must be level, clearly marked, well lit and kept in a good playing condition.

All tables will be graded into 3 categories (A, B & C). Any table falling into category C will not be used to host the following competitions: Singles and Captains.

A special general meeting may be governed by the executive committee, should they consider it necessary, or if the same is desired by ONE THIRD of the affiliated teams, in which case those teams must be represented at the Special Meeting. 





At least fourteen days notice must be given for the purpose of amendment to rules. Proposed alterations to rules must be made to the league secretary at least fourteen days before the AGM, or special AGM.





At least seven days notice of such amendment shall be given to all affiliated teams. Every decision of every Annual or Special Meeting shall be accepted by the affiliated teams as the Voice of the League.





Finance


The financial year of the Winter league shall end on May 31st and an audited statement of accounts, up to and including this date shall be published annually at the AGM.

account in a bank or building society account. The Chairman, League secretary and Treasurer shall be empowered to sign cheques. The 


signatures of any TWO of these officials shall be necessary for the withdrawal of the League funds.





Subscriptions

Subscriptions shall be paid by the first match of the league season, and no refund shall be made to teams subsequently withdrawing. The 


opponents of any team who does not pay the league subscription fee before their first match, will allocated a 6 nil win. This penalty will be 





enforced until the subscription is paid.

e) During the week following each AGM, the resigning Treasurer together with the newly elected Treasurer shall make a physical check that the persons holding trophies still reside in the 


specified area, and shall be lodged with League's records.
