NEWARK  &  DISTRICT  BADMINTON  LEAGUE

CONSTITUTION

1.  
The organisation shall be called the  " The Newark & District Badminton 
League"  (hereinafter call The League).

2.  
The object of the League shall be the furtherance of Badminton in Newark & District, to which end the League will undertake the promotion of League competition and tournaments.

3.  
All clubs of which the object or one of the objects is badminton and having their courts situated in a 16 mile radius of the center of Newark, shall, subject to the approval of the Committee, be eligible for membership.  All clubs, as a condition of membership of the League shall be required to be affiliated to the Badminton Association of England and abide by the Laws and Rulings of the 
Association.  All affiliation fees to be paid by the due date.

4.  
The Management of the League shall be vested in a Committee 
consisting of six Committee Members together with the following Officers:  Chairman, Vice Chairman, Hon. Secretary, Hon. Assistant Secretary, Hon. Treasurer, Hon Match Secretary (or Hon. Match Secretaries) elected from the constituent clubs.  The Officers and Committee shall be elected by ballot annually at the Annual General Meeting and shall be eligible for re-election.  It shall be permissible for a Member of the Committee to hold more than one office. The Committee shall have the power to fill any vacancy, which arises during the year.

The Committee has the power to co-opt and form Sub-Committees.  The quorum at a Committee Meeting shall be five.

5.  
An Annual General Meeting shall be held on a suitable date at the end of each season for the purpose of receiving the Committee's reports and accounts for the year, election of Chairman and other Officers, Committee and appointment of Auditor for the ensuing year, and any other business.  Printed notice convening the meeting 
shall be sent to each Club Secretary at least 21 days prior to such a Meeting.  Audited Accounts to be presented at the AGM.  Each club shall be entitled to send two representatives to this or any Special General Meeting to vote. The Committee shall not be deemed to be representatives of their respective clubs, but shall 

"Ex-officio " is entitled to vote.  On voting each Representative or           Committee Member shall be allowed only one vote.

6.
Alteration of the Constitution and Rules may only be made at an Annual General Meeting.  Propositions for these alterations must be received by the secretary six weeks prior to the Annual General Meeting and must be carried by at least two thirds of the votes cast being in favour thereof except as allowed for in Constitution Item. 

7.
The financial year shall end on 30th. April.

8.
A special General Meeting shall be convened at any time within 14 days upon the written requisition of either; -


a) Any two Members of the Committee.


b) The representation of any five clubs.

Any requisition shall state expressly the object of the Meeting and no other business shall be transacted thereat.  Notice of such a Meeting shall be sent to all Club Secretaries 7 days before the date fixed, specifying the purpose of it.

9.
Should there be dissolution of the League, in a General Meeting, passing a resolution to the effect that the said League shall be wound up, the remaining assets of the League shall be devoted to 
an organisation or society with similar aims.

10.
The Committee shall have power to nominate, for the office of  
Hon. Life President, any person who has rendered service to the Newark & District Badminton League.  Such nominations shall be subject to the approval of the Annual General Meeting.

RULES

1. 0 GENERAL.

1.1      All events shall be run in accordance with the following rules 

and with the laws and regulations of badminton sanctioned 

by Badminton England, so far as these are applicable to the

          competition.


1.2
For a breach of the constitution or rules, and for any 



irregularities, the League Committee may impose such 



penalties as it may think fit.


1.3
All differences and disputes shall be referred to and settled 


by the League Committee.  Particulars thereof shall be sent, 


in writing, to the Hon. League Secretary by the secretary of 


the clubs concerned, who may be represented at the meeting 


convened to deal with the matter by giving notice, in, writing, 


of such intention to the Hon. League Secretary and to the 



secretary of any other club involved in said dispute.

(The Executive Committee, consisting of any three League 

officials, may act as the League Committee)


1.4
Each club shall be responsible for maintaining standards of 


sportsmanship and behaviour of their members whilst 



competing in any competition under the control and authority 


of the League.

1.5
All perpetual challenge cups and shields presented by the 

League are to be held in safe keeping by the winning 


clubs/individuals for one year only.  Trophies for league 


competition 
shall be returned in a clean condition to the 


League Committee by the winning club no later then 


31st.March.  Trophies presented for tournaments and the 


knock out competition shall be returned in a clean condition 

to the 
League Committee no later than 7 days prior to the 

corresponding event the following season.  All trophies not

Presented will be held by the League Committee.


1.6
The club/individuals shall be responsible for any loss or 



damage to League trophies whilst in their possession.

2.0  COMPETITION

2.1
Competitions will be held annually for mens doubles, ladies 

doubles and mixed doubles.  The formation of each league 

shall be the responsibility of the League Committee as will 

the formation of each division within each League taking into 

account the following: -


2.1.1  Divisions will normally be 7 teams.


2.1.2
The team coming bottom and second to bottom in a division 


will take priority over teams coming third and below in the 


division below.

2.1.3  New teams will be allocated a place in a division for which 


their strength would merit, providing that will not increase 


the number of teams above 7.


2.2
The annual League fee for each team competing in the 



League shall be fixed at the Annual General Meeting and 


paid no later than 1st. November.

2.3 The fee for each team is £23.00.



A fine of £10, per club, will be levied for each of the following 

Non-attendance at the A.G.M and Fixture Meeting, 

For late payment of money due and for late return

of registration forms and fixture lists.


2.4
Any club with League fees unpaid at 1st.  November will be 


reported to the Committee who will give written warning to 


the club concerned that if any fees remain unpaid at 



1st.December the club shall/may be withdrawn from the 



League and shall be required to re-apply for membership the 


following season.

3. 0  FIXTURES.


3.1
Any fixture, played while a club is unaffiliated, will be 



forfeited 9: 0, theses fixtures cannot be rearranged.

3.2
Any club wishing to enter new teams or withdraw teams 


from competition must notify the Hon. League Secretary at 

least 28 days prior to the date of the fixture meeting.

3.3
Any team withdrawn from competition must be the clubs 



lowest team in that competition.


3.4
Each club must have sufficient dates to accommodate all 



their home fixtures at the fixture meeting.


3.5
A copy of each club's fixture list must be received by the 



Match Secretary no later than 14 days following the fixture 


meeting.


3.6
Hon. League Match Secretaries are to be notified 




immediately by both clubs of any rearranged fixtures.



Matches may be rearranged by mutual agreement of the clubs 


concerned provided the new date falls before 1st. May.  



Teams are not obliged to rearrange a fixture except for loss of 


hall or severe weather conditions.

3.7
If two teams from the same club compete in the same division, then the two fixtures between those teams must be played by Nov. 1st. Matches not played in accordance to this rule, will be void and no points will be awarded to either team.


3.8
If a club withdraws from the competition before completing 


its fixtures, all records of matches played by the club shall be 


expunged.


3.9
Any team conceding a match will be deducted two points.

3.10
Any Team conceding more than two matches during the season shall   be automatically relegated from that division at the end of the season.

3.11
Any team conceding half its fixtures shall be deemed not to 


have completed its League programme and shall be 



withdrawn from the competition.


3.12
Fixture not played by 30th. April shall be dealt with by 



the League Committee.

4. 0  PROMOTION  &  RELEGATION

4.1
At the end of each season the top two teams in each division shall be promoted and the bottom two teams shall be 
relegated, with the exception of division 1 where only one team will be relegated & in division 2 where only one team will be promoted. 


4.2
If two or more teams finish the season having won equal 



number of matches, then the position in the division shall be 


determined by the number of rubbers won.  If equality still 


exists games and points won shall be taken into 




consideration.  In the event of equality in matches, rubbers 


games and points won, then the teams shall be tied.

4.3 If a tie exists between teams eligible for promotion or relegation, a play off on a neutral court will decide the issue.

5.0 CHALLENGES.

5.1 The second placed team in division 2 shall have the right to challenge the teams in the second from bottom position in division 1 for that team’s place in that division.

5.2 The Match Secretary shall notify the runners up in division 2 of           their option to challenge, if they wish to do so, the Match Secretary will then inform the challenge team.

5.3 The Match Secretary shall issue details of all challenge as soon as possible following the completion of the League programmes.

5.4 All challenge matches are to be arranged within 7 days of notification and the Match Secretary immediately notified of the details of the fixture.

5.5 The challenged club shall have the option of courts and shall offer the challengers two dates, one of which is to be accepted within 7 days.

5.6 Costs of the fixture are to be shared and settled on the night of the    match.

     5.7   A League official shall be present at the challenge.

6.  0  PLAYERS


6.1
A club shall be only represented by ' bona fide ' members


6.2
All league players shall be registered at least 7 days prior to 


the club's first fixture.  Following the start of the  




competition, new players shall be registered 7 days before 


playing in their first match.

6.3
All registrations shall be made in the first instance to Badminton       England and confirmed in writing to the Hon. League Match Secretary.


6.4
No player shall play for more than one club in the same 



competition during the season.  However, a player may 



represent one club in the mixed another in the men’s or ladies 


and a third club in the knockout competition.


6.5
One point will be deducted from any team fielding an 



ineligible player in a match without receiving permission 



from the opposition.

7.  0  STARRINGS.


7.1
Clubs entering more than one team in a competition shall 


‘star’ at least their best three pairs in order of ability for the 


first team, their next three best pairs for the second team and 


three pairs for each additional team with the exception of the 


lowest.  In the mixed competition, a 'starred' pair will 



comprise a lady and a gentleman. 

         7.2
A 'starred' player shall not play in a lower team than that for which he/she is starred,  “Unless the teams are only one division apart when the following will apply”



a) In any match a team may play either or both players of the 


pair 'starred' number 3 for the team above.



b) In a mixed match the lowest team of a club may play any 


one gentleman and or any one lady 'starred' for the team above.



c) In any men's or ladies match the lowest team of a club 



may play any two players 'starred' for the team above.

  
7.3
In any match a club may play one or two ineligible players as 


non-scoring substitutes.


7.4
If a player does not play in two of the first three matches for 


the team for which he/she is ‘starred’, the club concerned 


must immediately report the fact to the League Match 



Secretary and unless that player has played in a team for that 


club in a higher division, the Committee may request that a 


further player be ' starred '.



7.5
The Match Secretary must be notified of each club's 



'starrings' in each competition (men's ladies and mixed) 



before their first fixture is played in that competition.

8.  0  MATCHES


8.1
Each team shall play home and away with each other team 


competing in the division.

8.2
Any club conceding a match without good cause or failing to 


put in an appearance for a confirmed fixture shall forfeit the 


match, a 9.0 score line being recorded against the offending 


team.
8.3
Matches are to commence at the time agreed between the two clubs concerned.


8.3.1
Matches starting on one court.



If a team has no couple ready for play within 20 minutes or 


only one couple within 40 minutes of the agreed starting 



time, it shall forfeit one rubber 15: 0, 15: 0 and similarly 



forfeit a further rubber if no couples are ready to start within 

40 minutes.



If two couples from one team are not ready to play within 


one hour of the agreed starting time, the match shall be 



forfeit 9: 0.  If the 3rd couple from one team is not ready to 


play within 1 hour 15 minutes of the agreed start time, they 


shall forfeit all rubbers 15: 0.



In the case of default by both teams, the match is void and 


must be rearranged.


8.3.2.
Matches starting on one court  -- completing on two.


Rules as for one court.


8.3.3.
Matches starting on two or three courts.


If a team has not two couples ready to play within 20 minutes 


of the agreed starting time, it shall forfeit two rubbers 15. 0, 


15. 0. And similarly forfeit a further rubber if the third pair 


are not ready within 40 minutes of the agreed starting time.  


If the 3rd. pair is not ready to play within one hour of the 



agreed start time, they shall forfeit all 3 rubbers 15. 0.



If two pairs are not ready to play within 45 minuets of the 


agreed starting time the match will be forfeit 9. 0.



IMPORTANT

In all cases,  after the expiration of the appropriate times, notice   MUST be given that rubbers will be claimed if there is not sufficient time to finish the match otherwise the right to claim will be lost.


8.4
A team must consist of a minimum of two eligible pairs. 



Should the situation arise where each club plays two pairs 


only and each club finishes with equal rubbers, the match 


will be decided on games won, and if still equal, on points.  If 


there is still equality, the match will be tied and one point 


awarded to each side.

8.5
It is the responsibility of the home team to provide sufficient court time.  If not enough time is available for the completion of the match; the HOME team will concede unfinished rubbers unless rule 8:3 applies.


8.6
A completed and totaled match sheet with players names 



printed in full shall be forwarded to the appropriate Match 


Secretary by the home team.  The card should be posted 



within 3 working days of the fixture. 



The Committee shall respond immediately to any club found 


to be in breach of this rule by imposing a minimum fine of £5 


and/or deducting points as appropriate.


8.7
All League matches to be played using cork base shuttles.

8.8 The home team shall provide a scorer (if requested).

8:9
The home team shall provide light refreshments to be consumed   either during or after the match.  Adequate drinks should be available throughout the match.

WOODWARD & COBB  COMPETITION  RULES


1.
All clubs playing in the mixed league will be entered in the 


Competition, unless the League is informed in writing by the 


closing date that a club does not wish to enter.


2.
Clubs entering this Competition shall only be represented by 
players who are registered for a club playing in the Newark 
League.  Players are not restricted to playing for the clubs 
normally represented in League competitions.

3.
Each club team shall declare a squad of players by a closing date set by the Committee.  No restrictions are placed on the numbers of players in a squad, but once the squad is declared no alteration will be allowed.  No person shall be allowed to be a member of two squads.  No player shall be allowed to transfer from one squad to another once the squads have been declared.

4.
The Competition will be divided into two tournaments and the Committee will handicap on the strength of the squad.

5.
Each tournament shall be played on a date fixed by the committee, which will be on a Saturday and/or Sunday, 
preferably during April. 


6.
The entry fee for the Competition is £23.00 per team.

7.
The Committee shall endeavour to arrange for the 
tournaments to be played at the Grove Sports Centre, Balderton.

8.
A team for the competition shall consist of up to 3 men and up to 3 ladies.


9.
The competition shall be run on a league basis, each team 
being matched against every other team in that league.

         10.
Each match shall consist of three games to 15 points - no 
setting.  The three games shall be one ladies doubles, one men's doubles and one mixed doubles, played in that order.

11.
Each team shall select and name their pairs at the start of 
each match.

         12.
If there are sufficient entries in a tournament, two leagues, of equal strength, shall be formed by the Committee.  If two leagues are formed a single final will be played between the two winners of the leagues.  The format of the final to be at the discretion of the organiser.


13.
The team winning the league shall be the team with the most 
winning matches.



If two or more teams finish with equal wins their finishing order will be decided by totaling their own rubbers and if still equal by totaling their own points throughout their matches and if still equal then by totaling points against them.

14
Each squad will be handicapped by the Committee who will assume that the team will consist of the strongest members of that squad.  Once set the handicaps will not be changed.  The 
Committees decision on handicaps is final and no correspondence or discussion will be entered into.

15
Handicapping will be in accordance with Badminton England’s tables.


16
The expense of hire of courts and cost of shuttles will be the 
responsibility of the League.


17
In all other matters the Rules concerning the League 



competition shall apply as far as they are applicable to the 


format of the Competition.
