Minutes of Last Meeting

i)
The January 2010 minutes were reviewed, agreed by the committee and signed by the Chairman as a true record.

Matters Arising

i)
With reference to item 3ii, the League Secretary gave the committee the facts concerning the team playing with only four players consistently and bought to their attention a further team with a similar problem.  This is to be monitored closely by the League Secretary before further action is considered.
ii)
With reference item 9ii, an appeal against the committee’s decision to put through an away team in a competition had been received and had been dealt with by an Appeals Sub-committee. The Chairman outlined the facts regarding the appeal and the procedure he had undertaken to deal with the matter urgently.  He explained that five committee members had been consulted and that after consideration had decided, by a four to one majority, to reverse the original committee’s decision so that the match would now be replayed.  Full details of the appeal and its decision were given to the main committee by way of recorded notes.

With reference to item 10ii, the Chairman stated that he had spoken to both team captain and player over the concerns of the individual’s behaviour in recent league matches.  The player apologised to his captain and has also been left in no doubt that improvements in his general demeanour are expected.

In the absence of the Treasurer the General Secretary gave details of a report sent to him prior to the meeting.  Remaining registration fees have been banked and Inter-league fees paid for three Eastbourne teams.  Balance stands at £5110.55.

The East Sussex Secretary, Matt Bray, had requested the number of teams from Eastbourne expected to be playing in the forthcoming inter-league competition.  It was confirmed that 3 teams would be entered.

League Secretary Report
i)
Details of a re-arranged league match were reported to the committee, due to all registered players apparently being unavailable for one particular team.  As both captains were agreeable to change the date of the match, the Secretary deemed this as ‘exceptional circumstances’ and authorised the change.  The committee stated that a previous decision on player numbers had been made, but had not defined  actual player numbers, and although they agreed with the action taken on this occasion, i.e. all players unavailable, they agreed to address this situation and ask for an amendment to the league rules at this year’s AGM to state that any player numbers were not to be included in future ‘exceptional circumstances’.
