AM requested that a letter be written to a player to curb his playing misbehaviour.  Rule 9 requires any such complaint to be in writing to the General Secretary who will then take appropriate action.  As no written rather than verbal complaint had been received it was agreed for the Chairman to speak with the Team Captain and Player concerned to offer suitable advice.

iv)
PA asked for clarification on ruling of the cut off dates for competitions.  It was agreed that the rules appertaining to competitions were adequate to deal with all situations.  In future cases the Comp Sec would use the rules, as laid down, to deal with all queries from players.  The committee were satisfied that sufficient time was given for the contact and playing of each round and that if strict adherence to competition rules was used then players would learn to use them correctly.
