The website, in its sixth year hits another milestone with over four hundred thousand hits in total. Again this will be dependent on the number of teams registering.  The registration forms in your packs need to be completed and sent, with subscription monies to be with me by 1st August 2010 at the latest, this will then give me enough time to formulate the league season and get the fixture cards to all, in time for the start of the season.  

We have two seats available on the committee and I would encourage anyone to think about giving a little spare time, to keep the Eastbourne & District Snooker League at the number one spot in the South of England.

My thanks go to the Chairman and Committee, without their knowledge, patience and assistance on matters I would be a gibbering wreck.  They work extremely hard on your behalf to keep the league fresh and running smoothly.
