The committee decided unanimously, as this was the first week of competition, that no further punishment was necessary. Any future breaches may receive further penalty, as at Rule 13.

The president bought to the attention of the committee that rule 17 could apply to late cards.  This will be something the secretary will look into at a later date.  It was agreed that a method needed to be put into place where all result cards can be delivered on time.  Possible solutions discussed included getting each team to nominate an administrator or send via email direct to the secretaries email address which would be available from the front page of the website.
