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Treasurer’s Report 2009 – 2010
The Eastbourne and District Snooker League has enjoyed another successful season overall.

However, registrations were down by 27 on last year which is £270 of lost income.

Add this to the decline of the previous season and we have lost 66 players over the last two seasons, a trend of some concern.

The two items that stand out on the balance sheet this year are the expenditure on trophies and our account deficit.

Last year’s accounts show a trophy spend of only £586.95.  Those of you who were present at our last AGM, may recall I mentioned this was because the trophy balance invoice of £1016.31 was received after our account was closed for audit.  Therefore the balance paid for last year’s trophies appears under this year’s expenditure, which increases our actual deficit of £685.54.

Closing the season with a deficit, as we have in the last two years, cannot be sustained and as registrations continue to decline we need to look closely at registration fees and the future cost of trophies.  

Trophies are what we play for all season and I do not think we should consider reducing the quality we have seen in the last two seasons.  I believe we should look at adjusting our registration fees.

Each year, trophies are our biggest expense.  Our thanks to Pete Abbotts and 

Cyril Miles, who chose and bargained for some excellent trophies this season.

Pete struck a good deal with Winning Look who supplied some trophies free of charge and carried out the engraving at minimal cost.  We spent £1700 in total, some £150 less than it should have been.

Thanks again to Dave Gausden for more savings, this time on producing all the paperwork for the play-off events and Presentation Night, again at minimal cost.

We close the season with a balance of £3071.49.

My thanks to all our Committee members for their continued support and I wish you all good luck for next season.
