Rule 3(i) replace with the following:

The Management Committee will decide all matters regarding the formation of the Snooker League structure on a 'year by year' basis and will include the number of Divisions, Promotions, Relegations and Divisional Play-offs.  Such decision/s will be notified, in writing, to all League teams prior to the commencement of play for the forthcoming snooker season.


If agreed, a further proposal by the committee is to delete Rule 18(iii).

Rule 7(i) replace with the following:

The annual subscription for each member will be decided at the AGM.

Rule 10(iii) after the word emergencies add:

 (this does not include availability of players).
iv)
Rule 11(iii) replace with the following:

Players must be registered for a team.

v)
Rule 13 replace with the following:

Any team playing an unregistered player, or a player who has not been transferred without the consent of the League Secretary, will be deducted five points from their league total.  In the event of an unregistered player(s) winning their frame, it will be considered a ‘walk-over’ and the frame awarded to the opponents.

vi)
Rule 15 add to the end:

The referee’s decision is final.

vii)
Rule 17 replace with the following:

The home team must complete the score card for each match, it having been completed correctly and signed by both captains, or their nominees.  The match result must be forwarded to the League Secretary by noon on the Sunday following the league match either by delivery of the original score card or by an electronic means, i.e. e-mail or website administrator reply form.  If the result is notified by an electronic means then the original score card must be received by the League Secretary by the following Wednesday for verification.   Failure to do so will cause, for the first offence a warning in writing from the League Secretary and, for any further offences, the home team will be deducted one point from their league total.  The away team will retain only those games which they have won in the match in question.  The result card will be final, any missing data or incorrect scores will not be amended as both captains or their nominees should check before signing.
viii)
Rule 18(iii) to be removed if rule amendment (i) is passed.
ix)
Rule 22(i),(ii) & (iii) replace with the following:

i)  
All divisional knockout competitions will be the best of three frames, the final to be played at the first mentioned players club.

ii)  
The Eastbourne Singles preliminary rounds will be the best of three frames, the quarter final and semi-final will be the best of five frames and the final will be the best of seven frames. All rounds, except the semi-final and final, to be played on a neutral table.  The Eastbourne Pairs preliminary rounds will be the best of three frames, the semi-final and final will be the best of five frames and the final to be played on a neutral table.

iii)  
In Billiards, the player first scoring 200 points shall be the winner.  In the semi-final the winner shall be the first player to score 300 points and in the final the winner shall be the first player to score 400 points.  In the semi-final and final, a request for a break may be taken at an appropriate stage arranged with the referee.  Only the final will be played on a neutral table

iv)  
Over 60’s preliminary rounds, quarter final and semi-final will be the best of three frames.  The final will be the best of five frames and played on a neutral table.

v)  
The Ladies Championship preliminary rounds will be the best of three frames, the final will be the best of five frames and played on a neutral table.

vi)  
In all Competitions the first drawn player will provide a referee, except the Eastbourne Individual Final and Eastbourne Pairs Final.

x)
Rule 24 add (xi):

Any team from any division may choose to enter in the Astley Roberts Cup Competition, but if they do so then their inclusion makes them ineligible to play in their respective divisional cup competition, for that season.
